Christ the King

Just so you know...Christ the King Sunday is a church
feast day celebrated on the last Sunday of the liturgical
year. It is our churchy New Year’s Eve celebration meant
to focus our attention on Christ's messianic kingship and
sovereign rule over all creation. BCP expert Marion
Hatchett notes that the Prayer Book collect for Proper 29,
the last Sunday of the church year, is a “somewhat free”
translation of the collect of the Feast of Christ the King in
the Roman Missal. This collect prays that God, “whose
will it is to restore all things in your well-beloved Son,

the King of kings and Lord of lords,” will “Mercifully grant
that the peoples of the earth, divided and enslaved by sin,
may be freed and brought together under his most gracious
rule” (BCP, p. 236). The feast was originally instituted by
Pope Pius XI in 1925 and celebrated on the last Sunday in
Oct. It became the capstone for our church year and has
been observed on the last Sunday before Advent since
